o Unofficial and unsupervised running in of engines will be permitted on FRIDAY, 6" AUGUST
from 14:00 to 16:30 on the OVAL CIRCUIT.

o The only engine permitted in the Cadette class will be the Comer C50.

o MINI ROK CLASS - There has been an exciting change to the existing format for this class.

the exact same format as all the other classes, ie: all day practice sessions on Saturday
with warm up, qualifying and three heats on the Sunday (please see Programme of Events
and SR’s point 18 f or mor dhedot tindtime for dawing f or ma
of engines will be advised to competitors via a Bulletin.

o Documentation and Scrutineering for all classes will be held on Saturday, 7"’August from
07:30 — 11:00 (Documentation in the Control Tower and Scrutineering in Parc Ferme).

o Competitors in the SA National classes require a NATIONAL LICENCE with a CLUB LICENCE
being the requirement for Mini Rok and Cadette classes. This will be checked at

documentation.

o Tyres must be supplied by the competitors.



Fuel control will be imposed for NATIONAL CLASSES only and will take place in Parc Ferme.

VERY IMPORTANT!! National competitors must hand in a sealed, 1 litre bottle of oil of
their choice AT DOCUMENTATION. (No names or markings may be made on the bottles)

It is not necessary to bring your scrutineering / log books as competitors will be issued with a
Scrutineering Sheet at Documentation.

A space has been provided on the entry form for competitors to indicate whether they
require a karting pit (and who they would like to pit next to) or whether they will be pitting
with a “team”. This information is vital where the allocation of pits is concerned, so please
remember to complete this part of the entry form.

A space has also been provided for you to enter your Sponsors name — these names will
appear in the Official Programme.

Many of you like to pit with your trailers next to you, but this may not be possible if, after
close of entries, the karting puts are full. You can request a pit for your trailer, but please be
advised that we may not be able to accommodate it. You are welcome to contact me after
close of entries to confirm.
