Dear Competitors

We at W.P. Karting Club are once again honoured to be hosting the first round of the S.A. ROTAX
MAX CHALLENGE NATIONAL SERIES EVENT at Killarney. Attached please find the SR’s, Timetable and
Entry Form for this event (the timetable can be found at the end of the SR’s).

Some information about the event:

o The event will be run over 2 days — Friday 2™ and Saturday, 3™ April. Once again you will be
spending your Easter Weekend with us in the beautiful Cape!

o The circuit will be closed to all competitors on Monday, 29" and Tuesday, 30" March, but
will be open for Unofficial Practice on Wednesday, 31°* March and Thursday, 1°** April at a fee
of R150 per competitor per day. The last page of the SR’s contains the Unofficial Practice
day’s timetable.

o The Cadette class will unfortunately only be open to competitors with Topkart Babykart
chassis and Comer C50 engines.

o Friday will consist of 3 official practice sessions, followed by qualifying, followed by Pre-Final
1. Pre-Final 2, Final 1 and 2 will be run on Saturday.

o ALL classes (excepting the Cadette class) will qualify by means of the “2 flying lap” format.
The Cadette class will be given a 10 minute qualifying session. Point scoring will be exactly
the same for ALL classes as per the SR’s.

o Competitors in the SA NATIONAL classes require a NATIONAL LICENCE. Competitors in the
NATIONAL CHALLENGE classes require a REGIONAL LICENCE and competitors in the
INVITATION classes require a CLUB Licence.

o Documentation and Scrutineering will take place on Friday, 2" April from 07:00 to 11:00.

o The Organisers will supply all ROTAX Max classes controlled tyres which will be impounded
on Friday afternoon after completion of Pre-Final 1. The MAXTERINO class must supply their
own tyres but they will also be required to hand their sets of tyres to the Organisers on Friday
after completion of Pre-Final 1. Refer to Point 20 in the SR’s. Cadette competitors must
supply their own tyres.



The Organisers will also supply the fuel and oil for all ROTAX Max classes (including
Maxterino class). Cadette class competitors are to supply their own fuel and oil. Refer to
Point 21 in the SR’s for procedures.

A space has been provided on the entry form for competitors to indicate whether they
require a karting pit (and who they would like to pit next to) or whether they will be pitting
with a “team”. This information is vital where the allocation of pits is concerned, so please
remember to complete this part of the entry form.

A space has also been provided for you to enter your Sponsors name — these names will
appear in the Official Programme.

As is customary in Cape Town, the Oval circuit will be available to run in engines, but this will
only be permitted on Thursday, 1°* April from 13:00 to 18:00 under supervision.

Our karting pit area is not big enough to accommodate big service vehicles. These vehicles
need to be parked on the Oval Circuit.

Many of you like to pit with your trailers next to you, but this may not be possible if, after
close of entries, the karting puts are full. You can request a pit for your trailer, but please be
advised that we may not be able to accommodate it. You are welcome to contact me after
close of entries to confirm.

PRIZE — GIVING: Also a custom in Cape Town is our prize giving at the Main Club Hall and
this time will be no different. The cost of the prize-giving is included in your Entry Fee.

Closing date for entries is Friday, 26™ March.
